French and Indian War
· What started the French and Indian War? British and French disputes over land in the Ohio River Valley
· Define militia: A military force made up on civilians
· Know what the Albany Plan of Union aimed to accomplish. Turn the English colonies against British rule 

· Know why the colonial assemblies rejected the Albany Plan.  The colonies wanted to control their own taxes and armies
· Know the effects of the French and Indian War. 
· France lost its North American territories

· Britain was left with a large debt

· Colonists developed a sense of unity

New Laws and Taxes
· What did the Proclamation of 1763 declare? Colonial settlers had to remain east of the Appalachian Mountains
· Know why the British placed new taxes on the colonies. Britain had a large debt
· What was the Stamp Act? Required colonists to buy stamps
· Know what the Quartering Act required of colonists. Required colonists to house British troops
· Know why the colonist resented the new laws and taxes. They had no vote/representation
· What were the 1767 Townshend Acts?  Taxes on imported goods such as glass, lead, and tea
· Define boycott:  an organized campaign to refuse to buy certain products
Boston Massacre
· Define repeal: (not in your notes) to officially end; to remove
· Know what the colonists were angry about that led to the Boston Massacre. They were angered by the presence of British troops (enforcing the Townshend Acts)
· How many Bostonians were killed in the Boston Massacre? 5
· Who was Crispus Attucks? (African American) First to die in the Boston Massacre
· Know the purpose of Committees of Correspondence. To keep the colonists informed of British Actions
· Who defended the soldiers in their trial following the Boston Massacre? (Not in your notes)  John Adams
Boston Tea Party 

· Know why colonists resented the Tea Act. It established a British monopoly on tea
· Define loyalist: People who remained loyal to the king or to Britain
· Who were the Sons of Liberty? Colonial anti-British protestors
First Continental Congress

· What laws did the British leaders pass in response to the Boston Tea Party? The Intolerable Acts
· Know each part of the Intolerable Acts.  
· Closed the Port of Boston

· Increased the power of the royal governor

· Cut the power of town meetings

· What was the main demand of colonists at the First Continental Congress? To repeal the Intolerable Acts
Lexington and Concord

· Why did the British march toward Concord on April 19, 1775?  To take away the colonists’ weapons
· Who was Paul Revere? Member of the Sons of Liberty (famous for his midnight ride)

· What was “the shot heard ‘round the world?”  The first shot of the American Revolution
· Who fired the first shot of the American Revolution? It is unknown
· What is significant about the battles at Lexington and Concord?  Kick-started the American Revolutionary War
